From the Pastorõs Desk 

     As we start the new year of 2012, there are many exciting items to speak about. 
Let me begin by expressing my thanks to all of you for a wonderful Christmas sea-
son. Your expressions of gratefulness to the staff, Deacons, Father Graebe and me 
were overwhelming - THANK YOU. It is the great willingness to serve that truly 
makes our parish wonderful, so let me officially thank you for all you do for our 
parish. We had so many extended family members and visitors come to see our 
beautiful church during the Christmas season, and, while commenting on the mag-
nificence of the structure and the beauty of the decorations, they also talked about 
the warmth and friendliness of the parishioners. I always say the Church is more 
about the people than the building.  
     I also want to say thank you to the Poughkeepsie Journal for the coverage they 
gave to both the parish at Christmas time and to the Sainthood of Kateri Tekak-
witha.  
     As I trust all of you have heard by now, Pope Benedict has officially accepted 
the final miracle for our patronõs canonization. This means Blessed Kateri Tekak-
withaõs sainthood is definite. At this point we are awaiting a meeting of the Cardi-
nals who live and work in Rome.  Once the Pope presents his decision to them, a 
date can be set for the official canonization ceremony, which is held in Rome.  This 
date will be most likely sometime between April and October.  Many are asking if 
the parish will run a trip to Rome to attend this event.  The answer is yes, but, un-
til the date is set, no details can be given.  Since this will be a wonderful, but costly 
trip, I am also considering putting together a pilgrimage that would include Auri-
esville and Fulton, where Kateri grew up, and then on to Montreal where she died 
and is buried.  Montreal also has the spectacular Old Cathedral, Saint Josephõs Ora-
tory, and the New Cathedral - a one -ninth scale of St. Peterõs in Rome.  I also love 
Quebec City and Saint Anneõs Shrine.  This could be an affordable 2-4 day trip for 
families and would open the option of both busing and driving yourself.  I am in-
terested to see how many would be interested in a trip like this in the summer.  
     Events in the parish: Archbishop Dolan is celebrating the Teen Mass at 5:30 pm 
on February 19 th .  While this Mass will be directed for the teens, all will be able to 
attend.  Cardinal Egan is already scheduled to celebrate Mass on Sunday, May 20 th  
for our parishõs 10th  Anniversary.  John McCormack will be ordained to the Diacon-
ate on June 23 rd  with a First Mass Celebration and Reception on the 24 th .  Other 
events especially in honor of our patron, Saint Kateri Tekakwitha will be added as 
the date for her canonization is made official.  
     Many have asked if we are changing the name of the parish - Yes!  We will be 
Saint Kateri Tekakwitha after the official canonization.  Signage, stationery, and 
other items with ò Saintó on it will be introduced as the year goes by.  
     We are blessed by this great event. Not many people have the opportunity to 
witness a mission church built, a parish established, a magnificent new church 
built, and their patron raised to Sainthood in such a short time.  Let us Thank God 
through the intercession of our patron, Saint Kateri Tekakwitha.
